POWER SUPPLIES / CONTROLLERS

B. Provide EDR-System 101 Delayed Egress Controllers as scheduled with locks and accessories as described below:

1. The delayed egress control system shall comply with NFPA Life Safety Code 101.

a) When the system is armed and a pressure of no more than 15 pounds is applied to the releasing device for no more than 3 seconds, the lock shall release within 15 seconds.

b) The initiation of the release process shall activate the sounder on the console panel located in the vicinity of the door.

c) Once the door has been released by an attempted exit sequence, the door shall remain unlocked until manually reset through the keypad, (see #7600 Annunciator / Controller). 

2. #EDR 101-P Delayed Egress System consisting of a 3 gang console panel with a programming keypad, two status LEDs, an audible alert and a plug-in 9 volt power supply.  

3. The EDR 101 controller shall be field programmable with the capability of:

a) Unique arm and disarm time periods for each day of the week including weekends.

b) A master PIN for programming and a secondary PIN to allow alarm by-pass and door unlock for an authorized ingress or egress.

c) Reporting of alarm disarm and door unlock to a remote security console (see #7600 Annunciator / Controller). 

4. Each EDR 101 controlled exit shall also have the following (for each door leaf):

a) #xDPS a dedicated door position switch.

b) #1110 (1200 lb.) electromagnetic lock.

c) #6410-S15 exit bar with one integral SPDT switch (use #6410-S25 exit bar with two redundant switches where required by code).

d) #6220 armored flexible door cord.

5. Each “delayed egress” scheduled exit door having manual exit hardware devices shall have (for each door leaf) a #1110xSxDPS electromagnetic lock incorporating a built-in attempted egress switch and door position switch 

6. Each scheduled delayed egress exit shall have a #7101 Auxiliary Keypad mounted on the interior side of each scheduled door for use by authorized persons for passage into or out of the secured areas.  

7. Each scheduled delayed egress exit shall have a #WR8112 Auxiliary Weather Resistant Keypad mounted on the exterior side of each scheduled door for use by authorized persons for passage into or out of the secured areas.  

8. Each scheduled delayed egress exit shall have a #5241-24x2LED Key Switch with two status LEDs on a single gang plate mounted on each scheduled door for use by authorized persons for passage into the secured areas.
